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Abstract

This thesis is about an aspect of pragmatics in modern linguistic studies. It studied the
argumentation in contemporary linguistic speech. It tries to uncover the applied
argumentation types in spoken and written language and its existing in the articles,
seminars, and conferences in the study sample. The thesis aimed to show the relationship
between argumentation, pragmatics, and speech, in addition to determining the concept
and the functions of the linguistic argumentation. Furthermore, the study sought to
explain the forming of the argumentation term and its existing in Arab and Western
research.
